The life of 
Christ, history of the church and impact of the Apostle 
Paul will also be highlighted.

An introduction to the doctrines of the Christian faith with 
an emphasis on those that are accepted by all evangeli-
cal denominations especially as evidenced by the creeds 
of the faith.

Learn how to prepare for rehearsal, techniques for 
an effective rehearsal, characteristics and uses of 
each of the main instruments in a standard rhythm 
section, and characteristics of various contemporary 
music styles Prerequisite: MUS-110 or 
approval of Music Department.
